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Essential Qualities of a Church Alive  
“Unless the Lord builds the House,  

they labor in vain who build it” (Psalm 127:1). 

I want to talk to you about church growth.  This is an 
especially relevant topic for our congregation as we 
look forward to the coming of a new installed pastor.  
Some of you have asked me: “Are we ready for a new 
pastor?”  “Will our new pastor help us grow?”  “Are we 
a healthy congregation, faithful to the vision God is 
giving us for ministry?”    

Good questions!  I wish there were simple answers, 
but to stimulate your thinking, let me share some in-
sights from an article written by Bob Russell and Rusty 
Russell entitled “When God Builds a Church.”  I have 
summarized the themes with you and CPCLM in mind. 

Church growth cannot be reduced to some simplistic 
formula.  There are times when the increase in a con-
gregation cannot be explained in any way except to 
state that it is alive.  For churches, being alive is a 
function of carrying out the assignments that God has 
given.  Whether large or small, vibrant churches share 
a number of qualities: 

Truth.  Living churches teach truth from God’s Word 
and train people to apply it to their lives. How well is 
truth communicated through our worship services, ser-
mons, Sunday School classes, Bible Studies, fellow-
ship events, and mission outreach?  How do these 
experiences help you make practical applications of 
Truth? 

Worship.  Worship isn’t about music and singing.  It’s 
about bringing people into God’s throne room.  Effec-
tive worship leaders exhibit the sincerity, integrity, hu-
mility, and leadership ability to draw others into the 
Lord’s presence.  Do you come into the Lord’s pres-
ence in worship? 

Leadership.  Churches are hungry for leaders who 
are dedicated and Christ-centered and who inspire 
parishioners with a vision of what God wants for their 
lives.  Great leaders are those who invest themselves 
in others and multiply leadership in their congregation.  
Are your leadership skills being identified and nurtured 
and used in ministry?

Excellence. Churches with sloppy 
facilities and slipshod services radi-
ate a sense of laziness and general 
lack of concern. This dishonors 
God. You don’t have to get carried 
away with perfectionism, but be on 
the lookout for areas where a lack of 
attention to detail might reflect 
poorly on your commitment to honor 
God. Do you strive for excellence in 
your ministry? 

Faith. Has our church ever tried 
something so big that it would fail if 
God were not in it? If God has 
placed a dream in your heart for our 
church, share it with church leaders 
and trust God for direction and pro-
vision. How have we risked? How 
has God provided? 

Harmony. God doesn’t bless bicker-
ing churches. Division may result 
when one group wants to be crea-
tive in a way that offends others. If 
we discern this happening here, we 
must question whether innovation is 
worth a rift of fellowship. Do you 
spend time building relationships 
that bring people together? 

Participation. Does CPCLM equip 
its members to do real work, or do 
church leaders jealously hold on to 
ministry opportunities? Church 
should be a place of active involve-
ment, not a haven for spectators. In 
what ways are you actively involved 
in ministry? 

Fellowship. Vibrant congregations 
provide a place where believers can 
continually practice love toward one 
another. Is our church the primary 
place where members can experi-
ence God’s love? In what ways 
have you experienced the healing 
love of Jesus Christ? How do you 
share that love with others? 

Stewardship. A healthy church 
knows how to give generously, and 
teaches the importance of using 
God’s resources in a manner that 
best serves God. Are you a faithful 
steward? 

Evangelism. The vitality of a 
church hinges on whether it treats 
the Great Commission (Matthew 
28:16-20) with a sense of urgency. 
To prosper, churches must evan-
gelize at every opportunity. How 
does your lifestyle bear witness to 
Jesus Christ as you live and minis-
ter in our contemporary culture? 

Has your thinking been stimulated? 
I pray so!

At the April meeting of the Coordinating 
Team, a motion was made and passed 
to change the order of PW for a one-year 
trial.

Horizons magazine and 
the Mission Year Book of Prayer will be 
used. The Mission Projects Committee 
will continue as in the past and meet at 
their convenience. Members will pledge 
toward our approved Goals for Giving, 
and Mission contributions will be sent 
through the Los Ranchos Presbytery PW 
as requested.

The new CT will meet at 
their convenience, perhaps on a week-
end, and only when necessary.

Reports will 
include any information from Presbytery, 
Synod and GA received by the Coordina-
tor. 

The Slate of Officers which was 
elected at May Circle meetings will be 
installed during the worship service on 
June 8.
