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GRACE IN TIMES OF CONFLICT 

ñThe peace of God, which transcends all un-
derstanding, will guard your hearts and your 
minds in Christ Jesusò (Philippians 4:7). 

As a rule, Christians have difficulty dealing with conflict. 

Jesus did not say, ñBlessed are the doormats.ò Jesus 
did say, ñBlessed are the peacemakers.ò So why is it so 
difficult to make peace in our personal relationships? 

The answer lies in our significant inability to fathom the 
deep grace of God. Rather than relying on Godôs love 
and grace that accepts us unconditionally, we try to 
make ourselves worthy in order to feel secure in our 
personal lives. 

Such self-centered and feeble attempts simply do not 
work. The conflict continues. He is domineering and 
controlling; she is compliant and resentful. Perhaps 
both persons wish the other one would go away ï or 
even die. They both avoid and deny the problem, as 
though by doing so the conflict itself might simply go 
away. They might even talk about their troubles to oth-
ers, assassinating a personôs character in front of oth-
ers. To observe graceless conflict in any relationship is 
not a pretty sight! 

When we encounter Godôs grace, we are free to forgive 
others as freely as we ourselves have been forgiven. 
We can stop behaving as though the struggle is ours 
alone. We can stop believing we need to be perfect in 
order to be loved. Instead of wishing that our partner ï 
or that other person ï would just go away or die so we 
can enjoy life again, we can experience our own ñdeathò 
to selfish desires, the need to be praised, or the need to 
be right. 

Experiencing the grace of God leads us to an encounter 
with the Holy Spirit who will guide us into the truth.  The 
Spirit opens up to us what we could never understand 
on our own. 

Conflict is inevitable, but to the extent we accept Godôs 
strength and grace, so is victory.

This month we will honor as our guest musician  
James Stark, Violinist. James will play Air on the G String (Bach), Mazurka (Mtynarski) and 
La Cinquantaine (Gabriel-Marie). 

James Stark, is a violinist and Concertmaster of the La Mirada Symphony. A student of Albert Gillis (of the Pa-
ganini String Quartet), James Stark began violin studies at the age of 7 in the San Francisco Bay Area. He was 
appointed concertmaster of the Heidelberg Chamber Orchestra in 1980 and toured with them throughout Europe 

and the United States performing in capital cities as soloist. Upon returning to 
the United States he taught at California State University, Fresno and was 
concertmaster of the Fresno Philharmonic Orchestra for ten years. He ap-
peared as soloist in the Barber Violin Concerto and the Brahms Concerto for 
Violin and Cello and he played with the San Francisco Symphony. 

For the past eleven years he has been a member of the Los Angeles Opera 
Orchestra. In 2001 he was featured with the LA Opera in a major solo on-
stage role in Handelôs Julius Caesar. He has appeared as soloist in the 
Tchaikovsky Violin Concerto and in the Brahms Violin Concerto. He has com-
pleted two tours of Japan as a principal player with the Percy Faith Orchestra. 
In addition he is a member of the Glendale Symphony, the Brentwood-
Westwood Symphony, and the California Philharmonic. He records on a regu-
lar basis for various vocal artists such as Barry Manilow, Steve Lawrence, 
Keely Smith, Linda Ronstadt and Monica Mancini. He was also selected to 
play as concertmaster for Barry White in a concert for the Arts and Entertain-
ment Network.
